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Judah Prero is currently Assistant General Counsel for the American Chemistry Counsel. He provides legal and policy counsel in support of ACC’s regulatory, legislative and judicial advocacy in the areas of chemical and toxic substance regulation, security, emergency response, export controls, and regulatory enforcement. Aside from his involvement with regulatory matters under the jurisdiction of agencies such as EPA and DHS, he provides lobbying support to ACC as well. Most recently, he has been actively involved in the discussions and deliberations on the legislative proposals that would substantively amend the Toxic Substances Control Act for the first time in three decades.  
Prior to joining ACC, he served as an Assistant Maryland State Attorney General, where he represented the Maryland Department of the Environment in the prosecution of violations of Maryland environmental laws. Additionally, he served as legislative and regulatory counsel to MDE’s Air and Radiation Management Administration, and in that capacity, authored the “California Cars” bill that was signed into law in 2007. For nearly a decade, he was in-house counsel with the New York City Department of Environmental Protection, where he was responsible for environmental, health and safety compliance for the municipal agency responsible for the operation of the wastewater and drinking water systems that service over 8 million people. He also served as legislative and enforcement counsel, and was responsible for the development and promulgation of the nation’s first municipal mandatory air-pollution control technology requirements for off-road vehicles.  
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
